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According to the Cohousing Association of the United States (www.cohousing.org), 113 cohousing neighborhoods are completed in the United States. The average village size is between 15-35. Out of the 90 communities on the list that follows, 16 have over 35 households; 32 communities have between 25-35 households, and 41 neighborhoods have less than 25 homes. In 2006, the first two Elder or Senior Cohousing projects for active adults were completed in the America. Cohousing neighborhoods that are mixed-income and have an affordability component are marked with an *.
